Also, when
the house next to my children's preschool caught fire, | heard it was started by homeless men
who lit a fire in the middle of the living room--and the burned out building is still standing. |
appreciate the efforts the city has taken recently, and | think the situation is improving, but |
think having so many tornado-damaged and blighted properties in these low-income areas is
the most negative influence in this area, and it causes other good public facilities (like parks
and libraries) to become negative.
