Revitalization of vacant homes with support from city but conducted by nonprofit groups -
city's previous attempts at rehab have been hampered by prevailing wage & lack of staff
expertise in managing complicated renovation projects. (Not many people have this
background - not a slam on staff - they weren't hired with this type of work in mind.) Rehab of
some of the numerous vacant houses throughout the city will benefit neighboring owners'
property values, increasing equity for low income people. More efforts to reach out to low
income homeowners to offer funding for small projects like derelict porches, roofs or gutters
would be beneficial. Education by door to door efforts in targeted neighborhoods would inform
people of new/existing programs, which aren't always used to the fullest extent. Coordination
with volunteer groups (out of state church groups, for example) could help repair homes still
exhibiting tornado damage.
